Part I

Operations and main powers of the general meetingshareholders' rights and the
exercise thereof.

An annual General Meeting is held within six mondfighe end of the Company's financial
year.

Extraordinary general meetings are convened byMbheagement Board or the Supervisory
Board (in exceptional situations also by sharehslde depository interest holders) whenever it
is deemed necessary. Furthermore, extraordinarer@eMeetings are held upon a written
request filed with the Management Board by shadshel and/or deposit interest holders who
jointly represent at least one-tenth of the isstggaital.

The notice of the convening a General Meeting $ipscihe matters to be discussed thereat.
The convening notice will include any matter distas of which has been requested in

writing by one or more persons entitled to attehe General Meeting, representing

individually or collectively at least 1% of the ig=sl capital or holding shares of the Company
which represent a value of at least EUR 50,000,000.

General Meetings will be held in Rotterdam, Amsgend The Netherlands or in
Haarlemmermeer, The Netherlands (Schiphol Airpolt)a General Meeting is held
elsewhere, valid resolutions can only be adoptedeifentire issued capital of the Company is
represented.

All shareholders, depository interest holders (Whiave fulfilled certain formal conditions),
usufructuariegvruchtgebruikers) and pledgees with voting rights are entitled teratt the
General Meeting, to speak and to cast a vote. Batihary share will give the right to cast
one vote. Unless Dutch law or the Articles of Asaton require a greater majority,
resolutions are adopted by absolute majority cévaast.



The General Meeting is empowered to pass resotutiber aliain the following matters:

I the issue of shares in the Company and decigédsnCompany's equity;
i, restriction or exclusion of pre-emptive rights;
ii. appointment, suspension and dismissal of teentvers of the Management Board;

V. appointment, suspension and dismissal of theloees of the Supervisory Board,;

V. amendment of the Articles of Association, howeosly following a proposal of the
Management Board which has been approved by ther8sipry Board,;

Vi. the dissolution of the Company, however onhlldwing a proposal of the

Management Board which has been approved by ther8sipry Board.

Resolutions of the Management Board require ther @mpproval of the General Meeting
when such resolutions relate to an important changte identity or character of the
Company or certain undertakings of the Companyudiieg in any case:

I the transfer of the enterprise, or practicdily eéntire enterprise, of the Company to a third
party;

. the entry into or termination of a long-termragment by the Company or a
subsidiary with, or the co-operation of the Company subsidiary with, another legal
entity or partnership or as a fully liable partmera limited partnership, if such co-
operation or termination is of far-reaching sigrafice for the Company; and

ii. the acquisition or disposal of a participationthe capital of the Company with a value
of at least one third of the amount of the assetsed forth in the balance sheet with
explanatory notes, or if the Company prepares aatmiated balance sheet, as set forth
in the consolidated balance sheet, with explanatatgs, forming part of the most
recently adopted annual accounts of the Company.

Part Il

Composition and operations of the managing and supasing bodies of the company
and their committees.

The Company has a two-tier board structure: a Mamagt Board and a Supervisory Board.
The day-to-day management and policy-making ofGbempany is vested in the Management
Board, under the supervision of the Supervisoryr@o@ihe Supervisory Board supervises the
Management Board and the Company's general cotiegtams and the business it conducts. It
also supports the Management Board with advice.pémforming their duties, the
Supervisory Board members must act in accordanttetiae interests of the Company and the
business connected with it.

The Management Board is responsible for the dadagp-management of the Company's
operations, under the supervision of the Superyid®ward. The Management Board is
required to keep the Supervisory Board properlyrimied, consult with the Supervisory
Board on important matters and submit certain itgmdrdecisions to the Supervisory Board for
its approval (as more fully described below).

The Company's Articles of Association provide ttted Management Board shall consist of
one or more managing directors A and may, in adlditconsist of one or more managing
directors B. The Supervisory Board shall deterntime precise number of members of the
Management Board and the precise number of ManageBward members of a specific
class. The General Meeting of Shareholders shatitghe title of "Chief Executive Officer” to
one of the managing directors A, who will be thaiohan of the Management Board. The
General Meeting of Shareholders may also granttitbeof "Chief Financial Officer" to a
managing director A and other titles to managimgaiors A or managing directors B.



The Management Board may perform all acts necesearyseful for achieving the
Company's corporate purpose, save for those attauth prohibited by law or by its Articles of
Association. The Management Board as a whole sodaed to represent the Company, as are
two members of the Management Board acting joiathong whom, if one or more managing
directors B are in office, at least one managimegatior B.

Members of the Management Board are appointed byGbneral Meeting following a
nomination by the Supervisory Board. A nominati®iinding if it is drawn up in due time and
contains the names of no fewer than two personsdoh vacancy. However, the General
Meeting may deprive such nomination of its bindafgracter by a resolution adopted with a
majority of no less than two thirds of votes cagth such votes representing more than one
half of the issued capital.

The General Meeting may suspend or dismiss ManageBward members at any time. If a
resolution to suspend or dismiss a Management Bo@mber has not been proposed by the
Supervisory Board, the resolution to suspend omidis a Management Board member is
adopted with no less than two thirds of votes agighh, such votes representing more than half of
the issued capital. The Supervisory Board may sispend Management Board members at
any time. The suspension may at all times be chttdly the General Meeting by a
resolution adopted with no less than two thirdsvotes cast, with such votes representing
more than half of the issued capital.

Under the Articles of Association all resolutions the Management Board are adopted by an
absolute majority of the votes cast; provided, hawethat resolutions with respect to the
purchase of real property are adopted by the ManageBoard by unanimous vote.

Under the Articles of Association the SupervisopaBl may resolve that specific resolutions of
the Management Board must be approved by the SapgnBoard. Such resolutions must be
clearly specified and reported to the Managemerr&m writing. The absence of approval
of the Supervisory Board does not affect the aitthaf the Management Board (or its

members) to represent the Company.

In 2013 the Management Board consisted of the Vil members: Shraga Weisman
(President of the Board, Chief Executive Officeipdrzej Gutowski (Sales & Marketing
Director); Tomasz tapski (Chief Financial Officer), Israel Greidingerpfen Ashkenazi oraz
Pierre Decla (during the period from 27 June 2018 26 November 2013).

The Supervisory Board is responsible for supergishe conduct of, and providing advice to,
the Management Board and supervising the Compaugimess generally. In performing its
duties, the Supervisory Board is required to ad¢heninterests of the Company's business as a
whole. The members of the Supervisory Board are lmmwever, authorized to represent the
Company in dealings with third parties.

The Company's Articles of Association state thatSkpervisory Board will consist of no fewer
than three and no more than seven natural perebmghich at least one will be independent
within the meaning of the Articles of Association.

The Company's Articles of Association provide timat General Meeting appoints the members
of the Supervisory Board following nomination thedrby the Supervisory Board. A nomination
is binding if it is drawn up in due time and contathe names of no fewer than two persons for
each vacancy. However, the General Meeting mayiwde@uch nomination of its binding
character by resolution adopted with a majoritpofless than two thirds of the votes cast, with
such votes representing more than one half oshed capital.

Under the Articles of Association the General Magtmay at any time suspend or dismiss
members of the Supervisory Board. If a resolutiorstispend or dismiss a member of the
Supervisory Board has not been proposed by ther8siey Board, the resolution to suspend or
dismiss a member of the Supervisory Board is adoptth no less than two thirds of the votes
cast, with such votes representing more than otfeohahe issued capital. The Articles of
Association provide that the Supervisory Board mersbwill retire periodically in
accordance with a rotation plan to be drawn ughbyGeneral Meeting.



Under the Articles of Association the SupervisorgaBl can only adopt resolutions by an
absolute majority of the votes cast. Each membeh@fSupervisory Board is entitled to one
vote.

Two committees within the Supervisory Board havesrbesstablished: (i) an Audit
Committee; and (ii) a Remuneration and Nominatiogh@ittee.

The abovementioned committees are composed fromberenof the Supervisory Board with
relevant experience. Both committees operate urder overall responsibility of the
Supervisory Board, in accordance with the DutcheCafdCorporate Governance.

The Company's Audit Committee assists the SupegviBoard in monitoring its systems of
internal control, the integrity of the Companytsaincial reporting process and the contents of the
Company's financial statements and reports. The itA@bmmittee also assists the
Supervisory Board in assessing and mitigating theiress and financial risks of the
Company.

The Audit Committee meets at least twice a year @sd meets each time the Company
proposes to issue a press release containing tin@a&y's financial figures.

The Company's Remuneration and Nominating Comnmattieeses the Supervisory Board on the
remuneration of the members of the Management Ba@end monitors the Company's
remuneration policy, which covers bonus plans f@ Company's senior management and
members of the Management Board. The RemuneratidnNobminating Committee also
advises on the selection criteria and appointmesteolures for members of the Management
Board and members of the Supervisory Board, as agethe proposals for appointments and
reappointments thereto, and the policy of the Mamant Board on selection criteria and
appointment procedures for members of the senionagement. It also assesses the
functioning of individual members of the SupervisBoard and the Management Board.
